4. When the angels sound the first four trumpets in Revelation 8:7-12, how does Earth’s environment
change, and what insights does this provide into God’s sovereign plan?

5. Asthe angels sound the next two trumpets in Revelation 9:1-19, what unfolds, and how does this
reveal the orchestration of spiritual forces impacting humanity’s fate?

6. Considering man’s unrepentant response in Revelation 9:20-21 and the warning of God’s righteous
judgment in Romans 2:2-9, how does man’s accountability align with divine justice?

START LIVING | Get your group applying God’s Word to daily life.

7. How can you embrace the truth of 2 Corinthians 5:21, recognizing that Jesus who knew no sin became
sin for us? As you ponder this, take a moment to thank God that we are no longer under His wrath but
under His abundant grace.

8. When you encounter the vivid imagery of God’s judgment, how does it deepen your reverence for God
and embolden you to engage in more intentional conversations about faith with others?
